
Development of the Arboretum grounds has moved into high gear. Visitors to Van der Brohe Arboretum will notice that 
the grounds have changed dramatically in a relatively short period of time, much like the weather here in Wisconsin this spring. 
Crews and staff have been busy planting trees and meadows, and volunteers have been on-site for spring garden cleanup 
and irrigation. With this rush of activity, there has been little time available to author an extensive spring newsletter. This brief 
update highlights our exciting accomplishments, which would not be possible without the support of our donors and friends.

TREES
748 specimen trees have been delivered and planted, 
representing almost 200 different species or cultivars. 
There have been 7 semi-truck loads to sort and distribute 
throughout the site. Per the Masterplan, trees are planted 
in copses, groves and allées. Groves particularly complete 
this spring include the Maple Grove, the Linden Grove, 
the Buckeyes, and the Ornamental Flowering Trees. The 
Restoration Grove features eight types of Elm expected to 
be disease resistant. Watch that planting area to consider 
varieties for your elm restoration interests. An equal number 
of trees will be planted in the coming years as the stocks 
become available.

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IRRIGATION
An irrigation loop will be installed at a future date to effect 
watering the trees. In the interim, much-appreciated help 
from volunteers and staff keeps the trees healthy.

MEADOWS
44 acres of Pollinator Meadow are being installed 
simultaneously with the tree planting. Wet terrain has 
hampered both endeavors, and stressed schedules. 
Funded by NRCS, this planted area includes short prairie 
grasses and wildflowers. The ground has been tilled, 
seeded, and compacted. Select areas have been densely 
planted with particularly beautiful plants in bunches.  
As the forbs and warm season grasses will be slow to 
develop, a “nurse” crop of oats, rye, and sunflowers have 
been intermixed with the seed selection. These plants 
will be the most apparent in the coming year but will not 
appear in 2023.
